Both models feature a
microprocessor controller with a 16x2
alphanumeric LCD display and allow programming
via 4 external keypad keys complete with a
security access code.

The GDS 1 incorporates a compensation facility
that will increase the pump run time in relation to
the reduction in battery power in order to maintain
a consistent dose. A battery life indicator is also
available on the display.
